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Assembly

Lay the Proton components out on a flat area and
assemble as follows:

Thread the four sections together using the lock
washers provided in the hardware package.

Where To Mount The Antenna

It is very important to choose a proper loca-
tion; you should be at least 9 feet above the
ground or roof line and at least 24 feet away
from any adjacent metal structures or ob-
jects. A TV tower or antenna mast is a good
choice for mounting your antenna.
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Antenna Installation

Using the hardware provided with
the Proton, follow the instructions
for mounting the antenna to the
mast pipe:

1. Place the “U” bolts
(A) around the alu-
minum base of the
antenna and to the
mounting mast pipe =
(FIG. 1).

2. Fit the mast clamps
(B) through the “U”
bolts, and using the
lock washers ( C )
and nuts (D) pro-
vided, secure the
antenna to the mast

pipe (FIG.1). . g
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SO-239 connector. Simply snug the
PL259 to the SO-239.



Antenna Operation and Tuning

Each Proton is pre-tuned to the center of the 11 Meter Band
from the factory. If further tuning is required use the follow-
ing instructions.

* Using an SWR Meter, check the SWR at the
bottom, middle and top of the band.

*If the SWR 1s lower at the bottom of the band, raise
the tuning ring up to achieve the best SWR.

* If the SWR is lower at the top of the band, lower
the tuning rings to achieve the best SWR.

Note: Once you achieve the lowest SWR, lightly lock the
two tuning rings together.

Remember......
Raising the tuning rings raises the frequency and lowering
the tuning rings lowers the frequency.

* You may want to re-read the assembly and the
installation instructions to ensure proper operation

* Connections on the coax cable most often is the
probable cause for poor SWR. Check the coax and
connectors with a volt OHM meter or have your
dealer perform a check.

* Excess coax cable cannot be coiled. It is best to
measure carefully and use a proper length to extend
from the transmitter to the antenna without excess
cable or tension on the cable.

* Make sure that your SWR meter is connected
and operating properly. Check the owners manual of
your SWR meter.

* Check grounding at both the antenna and earth
ground.

* The antenna must be at least 9 feet above the
ground and a minimum of 24 feet away from other
adjacent metal objects.
